Many of the saints of 

old thought they were 

not ready to serve: to 

young, too inept of 

speech,  not worthy, 

whereas others often 

thought: I’m from too 

insignificant a city, too 

small a tribe, the least 

of a tribe and a family. 

And the list goes on. 

Notice that GOD did not 

ask for an opinion your 

counsel, or your view; 

none. Notice who GOD 

often chooses; and did 

you notice GOD can do 

a lot with ‘a little’ when 

you put it and you into 

HIS HANDS.  Do not use 

your standard; do not 

lean on your under-

standing; listen to HIS. 

Get it straight, get it done, per-

haps there will be another op-

portunity, but maybe not. Then 

ask God to raise up another to 

do what must get done, and 

put your heart behind them; if 

you won’t put your heart be-

hind you and believe in the 

you that GOD believes in; for 

The Work must get done, and 

GOD is incredibly versatile 

you’re not ready? You have a 

lot to be repenting for; for oth-
