What is a foot in Hebrew,
and It’s Significance?
Glad we asked. The Term
in Hebrew for Leg is:
regel; and it is spelled in
Hebrew with: Resh-
Gimel-Lamed. This forms
a Word Picture with each
Letter being like a frame
of a movie as an entire
thought-idea-revelation-
story-message; all

together forming a larger
complete Word-movie-
train of cohesive ideas—
understandings, and
revelatory truths as
evidenced in The Bible.
Thus a leg, is a regel,
and a Kaf (spelled Kaf-
Pey Sofit) regel is the
sole of the foot: as in
Joshua 1:3. The leg, at
this deeper level of in
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most tender, yet infinitely
strong, ever present but you
can turn from HIM; but why?
Why is your next thought so
selfish and self-oriented that
you think that you can just
call HIM to sign off on your
plans? Ask HIM HIS. I'm sure
they are infinitely better.
